About the Alabama Golf Association (AGA)

The Alabama Golf Association is a 501(c)(3) not-for-profit educational organization founded in 1915 whose
mission is to serve and promote amateur golf in Alabama. AGA membership consists of over 120 member
clubs represented by nearly 18,000 individuals. The activities and services of the Alabama Golf Association
are governed by a Board of Directors consisting of Alabama golfers who wish to serve the game and the
association through service.
